*Chairpersons or Coordinators in charge of an event such as Rib & Butt Sales, BUG, Carnival and special Olympics, must
turn in a participation sheet demonstrating who participated to the Club President Elect. The Club President — Elect will
be responsible to distribute the list to the Team Captains. Team Captains will then be responsible for submitting the
assigned points for their respective team points to the Point Czar.

Any GRK Member may submit a request in writing to any Kiwanis Officer or Director for the assignment of point(s) to an
event or activity. The request will be considered at the next available GRK Board Meeting or special polling as required.
